The Chatuge Gun Club will be 

offering a Muzzleloading Rifle Clinic 
and Match on December 20, 2025.  The 
clinic will start at 0900 at the range.   

We will go over the different types of 
muzzleloading rifles, proper propellants, 
proper loading, types of projectiles, 
proper percussion caps for percussion 
rifles and muskets and proper 
procedures for flintlocks.   

We will also go over the proper 
procedures for cleaning muzzleloading 
firearms, which is completely different 
than for centerfire rifles.   

This clinic and match 
will be limited to side-
hammer rifles and muskets 
only – no Inlines.  The 
match will be limited to 
patched roundball only, no 

conical bullets, no sabots.  However, there will be 

instructions on how to lube and load 
conical bullets for hunting.   

There will be a few loaner rifles, black 
powder and equipment available for 
shooters that may not own their own 
rifles but want to learn the proper 
procedures.   

This clinic and match is intended for 
everyone from beginners that have 
never fired a muzzleloading firearm to 
experienced shooters that simply want a 
refresher.   

The match following the clinic will be 
shot offhand at 25 and 50 yards 

at bullseye targets.  Shooters 
interested in participating 
should contact Gary Caines 
prior to the match to discuss 
objectives for the clinic and 
match and firearms and 
equipment.

NOTICE. . New Club Rules Please Read here 

Transport of Firearms from and to Vehicles.  For both safety and convenience, all shooters coming 
to the range are required to place their firearms in a closed case. 

In this regard, firearms in a closed case may be moved from and to vehicles regardless of whether 
the Firing Line is Cold or Hot. 

Remember, all such firearms, must be Unloaded, and note that gun cases may not be opened while 
the Firing Line is Cold. 

All guns must be removed from the case and replaced in the case on a shooting bench/table with 
the muzzle pointed down range when Firing Line is Hot.

   November 22nd was our 
last 3gun match of the year. 11 
shooters came out to 
participate. The day was 
slightly overcast with fairly 
warm temperatures.   
     Trying something a bit 
different this time, shooters had 
to engage targets from multiple 
locations. All movements were 
done with an unloaded gun, 
while observing the 180 rule, 
and proper trigger discipline.   
     The pistol portion had 2 
swinging cardboard targets 
actuated by shooting steel 
plates. Another cardboard 
target placed low and up close, 
4 more knock down steel 
targets, and one of our rotating 
plate racks. Stage 2 added the 
starter plate for the 
rack.  Shooters had to engage 
the targets from 2 stations with 

unloaded movement in-
between.   
     The rifle portion had 10 
cardboard targets, which all 
required 2 shots. Some of the 
targets had no-shoots, that if 
shot added time. Others had 
"hard" barriers that if shot 
wouldn't count against, except 
for a miss if the shooter didn’t 
make up the shot in the target 
area. There was also 
movement, and a barrel that 

had to be pushed out of the way 
before engaging from the 
second station.  
     The shotgun portion used 4 
knock downs, with the popper 
and the flyer.    And 6 other clay 
targets.  Once again, the 
targets had to be engaged from 
2 stations.   
     Coming in 3rd place was 
Dave Ochs.  2nd place was 
brought home by Matt Brewer. 
The match was won by me, 
Josh Warman.   
      This one definitely required 
a good bit of thinking and 
strategy.  Thanks to all the 
shooters that came out to 
participate.  And most 
importantly, thanks to Robert, 
and all that helped set up, tear 
down, and run the match. I 
couldn’t do it without y'all.
